Before 
closing your luggage, you should place another address label inside with the same information 
just in case the outside label is torn off. It is also highly recommended that you tape the address 
on the outside.  The baggage tag and form (in its stick-on envelope) MUST be attached to the 
outside of the luggage/bag/box.   

We suggest you open your items immediately upon receipt to prevent mildew and strange growths in 
your home.
